4. Players	may	not	bag	and	play	a	subsequent	flight.	If	a	player	bags	and	plays	a	subsequent	flight	they	will	have	all	chips	removed	from	play.	Players	

may	forfeit	their	stack	to	Re-Enter	or	participate	in	subsequent	starting	day.
