2. On-Site Registration and unlimited Re-Entries are available until the start of Level 9 of this event. No Refunds. 
3. Alternates and late sign-ups will enter the tournament with a full chip stack and no obligation from it. 
4. Levels will last 30 minutes each. Seating may be limited for this event. 
5. There will be one single ante posted for the whole table by the player in the big blind. The ante is posted first and players from any 

position will be eligible to win the entire ante regardless of chip stack amount. 
6. Approximately 1 in every 10 entries will win $5,250 entry into the 2019 Seminole Hard Rock Poker Open Championship Event  

(August 9 – 13, 2019).  Residual cash will be paid to player who finishes next after all $5,250 prizes have been awarded. 
7. Players will be entered into the earliest starting day when applicable.
